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 Centuries ago, Portugese settlers built an enormous cathedral on the south coast of China with a massive bronze cross on its front wall. A few years later, a typhoon destroyed the structure, leaving only the wall and the huge cross standing. Centuries later, there was a tragic shipwreck. Many perished, but one man, clinging to a piece of wreckage survived. Although disoriented, he was guided to land by keeping the cross in view.
