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Dagwood said to Blondie, that according to a study, hot tea is a healthier beverage than coffee. So Blondie asks, “Do you want to start drinking tea Dear? “ Nope,” says Dagwood,” I like coffee.? “I’ll just stick with coffee and wait for a study that I can live with.” And that’s often the way many respond when face with life’s choices. We wait for that which pleases us, we want to do it our own way. But that can be a very poor response, especially when it pertains to things eternal. Solomon, the wisest man who ever lived once said, “There is a way that seems right to a man, But its end is the way of death.” And Jesus, referring to the next life said,” Enter by the narrow gate; for wide is the gate and broad is the way that leads to destruction, and there are many who go in by it. 14 Because[a] narrow is the gate and difficult is the way which leads to life, and there are few who find it.”      
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
