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 On October 14th, 1947 a high flying plane flew faster than 758 miles per hour and created a resounding sonic boom. Headlines announced, the sound barrier had been broken. Of course it is now broken regularly. But it caused great excitement when it happened in 1947. Because of the limited technology of that day, it had been largely believed that the sound barrier would never be broken. But with technological advances the sound barrier was broken.
