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 On November 24, 1971, a man believed today to be Dan Cooper hijacked a Boeing 727 aircraft in the airspace between Portland Oregon and Seattle Washington. He extorted a ransom which today would be over a million dollars. After landing and receiving the ransom, he ordered the plane back into the air. Then he parachuted to an uncertain fate. The hijacker has never been captured or positively identified. The action hastened the change of airport security. Airline passengers are now required to arrive at the airport 90 minutes before departure. What this man did affected us all. Two others’ actions changed the world in a far more significant way. Through Adam’s choice,.”… death spread to all men.” But Christ entered the picture. “Through one man’s offense (Adam) judgment came to all men, resulting in condemnation, even so through one Man’s righteous act (Christ’s) the free gift came to all men, resulting in justification of life.”      
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
