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 Last month, PEI Transportation Minister Robert Vessey announced he is considering the possibility of increasing the maximum fine to around $1,200 for driving while using a hand-held device. Previously several radar triggered flashing speed signs were installed to encourage Island drivers to keep the speed limit. But God also flashes warning signals to us to smarten up. Sometimes He uses financial reverses, problems in the home or business, or illness to get our attention..Have any of these warning signs caused you to assess your direction in life lately? Paul warned, “Do not be deceived, God is not mocked. Whatever a man sows, that he will also reap.” But with these warnings, He also gives us a way out, and hope, such as Jesus’ invitation. “Behold I stand at the door (the door to our lives) and knock. If anyone hears my voice and opens the door, I will come in.” I urge you to avoid distraction, and slow down. Please think about the direction of your life.
