Farmer Tom Hamilton left the dog in his vehicle while he inspected his lambs. The incident inspired a traffic scare and an online joke- fest, because it looked as though the dog was driving. Sometimes we feel like this poor dog must have felt, as our lives spin out of control. We go faster and faster, but don’t know how to stop. Perhaps in trying to direct our own lives, we have forgotten that the God who made us wants to guide us in the right way. The Word of God tells us, “I am the Lord your God, who teaches you what is best for you, who directs you in the way you should go.” When lives become aimless, it is time to vacate the driver’s seat and invite God to take control.   
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
