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“I was like wow! Experiencing all those colours for the first time was indescribable!” Those were the words of Devyn Vasseur, a colour blind man, after he tried on special glasses made to correct colour blindness. An estimated 2.6 million Canadians are colour blind, and can't perceive as many colours as those with normal vision. But now, a U.S. company claims they have created glasses they call EnChrome, that can open up a world of colour. Some vision experts are skeptical and not sure the new glasses really work. Sight is important, especially when it pertains to spiritual sight. Paul the Apostle wrote, “But the natural man does not receive the things of the Spirit of God; for they are foolishness to him; ... because they are spiritually discerned.” The “natural man” speaks of those without Christ. Until He is in our lives, Bible promises such as “by grace are you saved through faith, it is the gift of God, not of works ...“ sound like “foolishness” to us. But they are still true. That a minute of truth!                   
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
