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 Many people have an impressive religious heritage. Their family tree may include missionaries, pastors, deacons, or elders. But God does not have any grandchildren. To be a member of His family, we must personally become a child of God. When we stand before Him, it will not matter whether or not our parents were Christians. It is much more personal than that. John wrote in his gospel, “as many as received Him (Christ) to them He gave the right to become the children of, to those who believe in His name, who were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God.” A.B. Simpson's wrote a song that asks the critical question- “ What will you do with Jesus? Becoming a Christian is not joining a religion, or turning over a new leaf. It is becoming personally and properly related by faith to the Savior, Who said, “I am the way, truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me.”            
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
