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Two little boys in Switzerland lived near a lake. One day, on their way across the ice covered lake to meet their father, they came to a crack in the ice. It was only a foot wide and the ice was quite thick, but their mother, who watched helplessly from the window of their home was afraid the smaller boy would try to step over it and fall in. Then, to her delight,she saw the older boy lie down on the ice, his feet on one side of the crack, his hands on the other side forming a bridge. His little brother crept over him to safety on the other side. That is exactly what our Lord Jesus did for you and me.
