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 A young couple who rented a bungalow in Los Angeles found that a nosey neighbour was peeping in their window. But the peeping stopped abruptly when the innovative husband placed a mirror in the window the peeper was using. And God’s Word has been described as a mirror. When we look in it, we see ourselves as God sees us- as we really are. In the book of James in the New Testament, we are warned, “If anyone is a hearer of the Word and not a doer, he is like a man who looks at himself in a mirror…and immediately forgets what kind of person he is.” When we look into the mirror of God’s Word, we see the sober truth about ourselves- “all we like sheep have gone astray...” But we also learn of a Saviour as we read, “Come to me, all you who labour and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest.” I’m Alex Rockwell.
