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In are article put out by CNN travel entitled Flight Attendants’ Secrets for Surviving Summer Travel there are a number of tips that are very time sensitive.  A tip is if you can, travel early in the day.  The fact being that there are less cancelations first thing in the morning.   Another tip is to leave a buffer zone.  If possible, leave a day or two between your scheduled arrival and a big event such as a wedding.  Another tip is to avoid tight connections because with tight connections comes the likelihood of missing your flight.
